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Abstract

The enactment of Law No. 35 of 2014 concerning Child Protection is intended among others to guarantee and protect children and their rights so that they can live, grow, develop, and participate optimally following human dignity, as well as get protection from violence and discrimination. This can be done through increasing awareness of the rights and obligations and the sense of responsibility of the parties, especially parents because they are the first and foremost in contact with children. In the context of the socialization of the Law, research is needed to find an appropriate and effective model of socialization especially for women (mothers) through religious social activities, namely through majelis ta'lim programs. This research uses a normative-empirical research type. Normative research is used through the interpretation of grammatical and authentic legal methods. While empirical research is conducted by a method of teleological interpretation to know the extent of the legal norm according to the attitudes, behaviors, and compliance of the community. Data collection techniques and information are conducted through the study of libraries and field studies using interview guidelines and questionnaire dissemination. Products' research results that the resulting sociolosation model can break the most fundamental and urgent literature, as well as the interests of the wider community. Community based program, the handling is not only on Children in conflict with the law only, but to larger unit of interaction, among others: parents, whole family, peers, environment where living, and wider social institutions

Abstrak
Diberlakukannya Undang-undang Nomor 35 tahun 2014 Tentang Perlindungan Anak dimaksudkan untuk menjamin dan melindungi anak serta hak-haknya agar dapat hidup, tumbuh, berkembang, dan berpartisipasi secara optimal sesuai dengan harkat dan martabat kemanusiaan, serta mendapat perlindungan dari kekerasan dan diskriminasi. Hal ini dapat dilakukan melalui peningkatan kesadaran akan hak dan kewajiban serta rasa tanggung jawab para pihak, terutama para orangtua karena merekalah yang paling pertama dan utama bersentuhan dengan anak. Dalam rangka sosialisasi Undang-undang tersebut diperlukan suatu penelitian untuk mencari model sosialisasi yang tepat dan efektif khususnya bagi kaum perempuan (ibu) melalui kegiatan sosial keagamaan yaitu melalui program majelis ta’lim. Penelitian ini menggunakan jenis penelitian normatif-empiris. Penelitian normatif digunakan melalui metode penafsiran hukum gramatikal dan autentik. Sedangkan penelitian empiris dilakukan dengan metode penafsiran teleologis untuk mengetahui sejauh mana norma hukum sesuai dengan sikap, perilaku, dan kepatuhan masyarakat. Adapun teknik pengumpulan data dan informasi dilakukan melalui studi kepustakaan dan studi lapangan dengan menggunakan pedoman wawancara dan penyebaran kuesioner. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa model sosiolosasi yang dihasilkan bisa memecahkan masalah yang paling mendasar dan mendesak, serta menyangkut kepentingan masyarakat luas. Program berbasis komunitas, penanganannya bukan hanya pada anak berkonflik dengan hukum saja, melainkan kepada unit interaksi yang lebih besar antara lain: orangtua, seluruh keluarga, teman sebaya, lingkungan tempat tinggal, dan lembaga sosial yang lebih luas.

INTODUCTION
Children are the future of a family, community, nation, and country. Without children, there is no future for anyone. Therefore, ignoring the quality of life of children is the same as not paying attention to the survival of family, community, nation, and country. When born, children give full confidence to both parents to care for themselves. Likewise, the expectations of every child towards other adults in their environment, both the school environment and the community. They believe 100 percent that no one will hurt themselves. However, when viewed in various media lately, it is almost inseparable from the reporting of violence against children. Some of them often experience various forms of violence and exploitation of physical, psychological, economic, to commercial sexual exploitation. 

The increase in violence against children every year, both in quality and quantity causes the National Commission for Child Protection to declare in 2013 and so on as a year of alert for crimes against children due to increased cases of crime involving children, both as perpetrators and victims. In 2017 there has been a surge in sexual crimes against children on record in the past three years. Based on reports of violence against children in 2016 Indonesian Child Protection Commission recorded 2,046 cases. www.metrotvnews.com (downloaded, 5 March 2019).

 Of these, 42% were sexual crimes. In 2018, 2,509 cases of violence against children with 58% were sexual crimes. And in 2019 continues to increase to 2,637 cases where 62% are sexual crimes. So besides increasing the number of cases of violence against children, sexual crimes are even higher. 

The phenomenon of prostitution, pornography, child trafficking, and the like has been a phenomenon for quite a long time in Indonesia. Referring to the data of the ICPC, as many as 150,000 Indonesian children are prostituted and trafficked for sexual purposes.
 The data shows the increasingly widespread practice of commercial sexual exploitation of children (CSEC) in Indonesia. 
Even more alarming than this child case is 80 percent
. Sexual violence actually occurs in the household environment by people closest to you such as uncle, foster father, uncle, and even parents themselves. Therefore, for some children the house is no longer a comfortable place to get protection. From this fact, 90 percent occur in girls, and 82 percent of cases of sexual violence tend to occur in the lower middle economic class. While almost 100 percent of the perpetrators are upper middle class people.
 
Conditions as above are very contrary to the provisions of Article 26 paragraph 1 of Law Number 35 the Year 2014 concerning Child Protection which states that "parents are obliged and responsible for: (a) caring for, caring for, educating, and protecting children; (b) developing children according to their abilities, talents, and interests; (c) prevent marriage at the age of the child; and (d) provide character education and instill the value of character in children. Responding to various child cases, the government has initiated child-friendly city programs as a form of government intervention and responsibility in realizing the protection of Indonesian children.

To socialize the law on child protection, we need a model that can be done, namely through the majelis ta'lim activities. This model is considered the most appropriate and effective way to carry out socialization because activities like this are routinely held by women majelis ta'lim in almost all mosques and mushollahs which are usually coupled with a social gathering of mothers. Members of the majelis ta'lim whose memorandum is parents who have the obligation and responsibility to care for, maintain, educate, protect children and so on (as stipulated in Article 26 paragraph 1 of Law No. 35 of 2014) are expected to play a role in preventing various forms of violent practices against children who tend to be increasingly concerned with the increase from year to year in almost all regions. 

The escalation of this case should not only invite concern but must immediately take concrete steps to prevent the escalation of the case. Therefore, it is expected that members of the majelis ta’lim after getting the socialization, can also participate in socializing the child protection law so that parents will better understand the children's rights and obligations that must be carried out by all parties in protecting and growing the body and soul of children. children in a conducive atmosphere.
The majelis ta’lim activities have been formed in almost every mosque and mashallah in West Sulawesi where the community is known as a religious community, making it easier for the socialization program to reach the target, namely all levels of society, especially mothers. Until now there has not yet been seen an appropriate and effective guideline or model for socialization, so far the socialization activities are usually only carried out in PKK meetings and there are no forms or guidelines for their delivery.  
The escalation of this case should not only invite concern but must immediately take concrete steps to prevent the escalation of the case. Therefore, it is expected that members of the majelis ta’lim after getting the socialization, can also participate in socializing the child protection law so that parents will better understand the children's rights and obligations that must be carried out by all parties in protecting and growing the body and soul of children. children in a conducive atmosphere.
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LITERATURE REVIEW
In the framework of child protection, almost all studies on the issue of child protection violence focus on disclosure of the causes, modes, and role of government in protecting children, but it is still very limited (not to say there is not yet) research on the central role of parents in educating and providing child protection. 

The legal basis for child protection
The Indonesian people should pay serious attention to the protection of children because the mandate of the 1945 Constitution Article 28B (2) states that "Every child has the right to survival, growth, and development and is entitled to protection from violence and discrimination", then Article 33 of Law no. 39 of 1999 concerning Human Rights states that "Everyone has the right to be free from torture, punishment or inhumane cruel treatment, degrading human dignity and status", and in Article 52 (1) it states that "Every child has the right to protection by parents , family, community and country ". But ironically because according to Hadi Setia Tunggal (2000: 10), that from the results of research in Jakarta 400 respondents, as many as 92 percents of government officials did not recognize the existence and rules in the Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC).

The cause of violence against children

Several factors that often trigger the occurrence of violence against children include (a) Culture; where children in addition to being considered family-owned, are also placed by the family as the successor line of the family who must abide by the rules made by the family. (b) Government law and political commitment do not favor children; Several advancements to the implementation of the CRC during the New Order and Transitional Governments should be recognized, but unfortunately, these advancements are still limited to political slogans and are not followed up in the form of real programs that touch on the rights of children in all fields of work.
Childhood is a period of play, a period of love, learning, a period of growth, and development. However, is it true that this phenomenon is experienced by children in Indonesia? Another fact of speech, according to Irwanto (2002: 2) that in the education sector it is estimated that around 17.5 million school-age will drop out of school because they are forced to work to help their parents make a living.
Forms of violence against children
According to Gelles (in Bagong Suyanto, 2013: 15-16), acts of violence or violations of children's rights can be realized in at least four forms, namely: (1) Physical violence; This shape is easily recognized. Categorized as this type of violence is slapping, kicking, punching, strangling, pushing, biting, banging, threatening with sharp objects, and so on. (2) Psychic violence; The impact of this type of violence will affect the situation of feeling insecure and uncomfortable, reduce self-esteem and dignity of victims, concrete forms of violence or violations of this type are the use of harsh words, abuse of trust, humiliating people in front of others or the public, throwing threat of words and so on. As a result of these behaviors victims will usually feel humble, inferior, feel worthless, and weak in making decisions (decision making). Lately, there has been a lot of news about violence against children. 
Some were beaten, doused with hot water until some were body ironed. That fact is very alarming and reinforces the perception that violence against children cannot be resolved, even with the rule of law and legislation. (3) Sexual violence; Sexual violence is any act that involves sexual harassment to compel a child to have sexual relations without his consent, or engage in ways that are not natural or preferred by the victim. Sexual violence is also in the form of sexual assaults on children, whether or not there has been intercourse, and without regard to the relationship between the perpetrator and the victim, or forcing the child to prostitute or have sexual relations with others. (4) Child neglect; Leaving children neglected or does not care about children when children need the presence of parents in meeting their needs. In addition to the forms of violence mentioned above, there are also forms of violence experienced by children, for example, the sale of children for commercial purposes. 
In Indonesia, violence against children has been entrenched and carried on for generations. As a result, from year to year cases of violence against children continues to increase. One of the triggers is poverty or economic difficulties faced by parents. However, these factors are not the only factors triggering violence against children. Violence against children is closely related to cultural and structural factors in society. From cultural factors, for example, the view that children are the assets of parents or the view that children must be obedient to parents seems to be a means of justification for acts of violence against children. If the child is considered negligent, fussy, disobedient, and against the will of the parents, he will get sanctions or punishment, which can then turn into violence.
Structural factors result from unequal (asymmetrical) relationships, both within the family and community. Here, children are in a weaker, inferior position because they are physically weaker than adults and still depend on the adults around them. 

Parents' obligations under Law No. 35 of 2014
Parents as the closest person to the child are obliged to carry out their obligations. Parents must not only claim rights to children but also have obligations that they must carry out. In-Law No. 35 of 2014 there are parental obligations which are listed in article 26 which reads: "Parents are obliged and responsible for: (a) caring for, caring for, educating, and protecting children; (b) developing children according to their abilities, talents, and interests; and (c) prevent marriages at the age of children.
RESEARCH METHODS 
The approach used in this research is explorative and qualitative. The exploratory approach is used to get a comprehensive initial overview of the policies of a program while the qualitative approach is used to obtain a rich description of nuances, feelings, and thoughts related to the research problem. Regulations on violence and protection of children and groups / majelis ta’lim are study materials that will be analyzed and grouped to find indications that are specific to the problem to be examined. 
To obtain the required data, observations, interviews, and questionnaires will be carried out. Observation (preliminary) was conducted to determine the condition of the study area for assessment and data collection on matters relating to acts of violence against children with demographic characteristics and a general description of the population. In-depth interviews were conducted with several trusted informants who were selected by purposive sampling. Interviews were conducted using an interview guide that was compiled in a list of questions that had been prepared. This is intended so that researchers can freely develop questions for informants and an atmosphere of an interview can be built that is not more formal. The questionnaire was conducted by distributing questionnaires to the majelis ta’lim groups through the chair of the majelis ta‟ lim in each research location. Besides, library research is also conducted to obtain a theoretical reference base in the form of opinions and input from parties deemed competent and authorized.
DISCUSSION
Characteristics assessment of children facing law
The biggest concern in protecting children is the child's growth and development, so the child can grow and develop properly. Children who are well protected, then they will become a quality generation that is needed by the nation and state in the future. Children in conflict with the law (CCL) is a social problem that causes internally not only to children but many external causes that make children commit crimes. The assessment is divided into three groups, namely the child's developmental needs, caring capacity, and family and environmental factors (S. Holland, 2004: 24). 
Personal, family, and social environmental factors as a cause of delinquency, the transactional model introduces transactions between individual children and many relationships and contexts that affect development (D. Davies, 2011: 12). In West Sulawesi, based on the results of this study, that four things cause children to do unlawful acts or that cause children to deal with the law. 

First, from the child who lacks education, especially moral education is very important in shaping the character of the child. Therefore, the school becomes very important for its existence, because the school has a meaningful influence and is the right of every child that must be fulfilled. Second, family factors are very important for children's development because when viewed from CCL data, one of the causes is family factors. Families become problem solvers, seven intervention models can be developed (Hari Harjanto Setiawan and Makmur Sunusi, 2015: 148).

The lack of family economy also causes less care for their children so that children tend to develop their character that is different from the norms of society in general and ultimately confront the law. Many delinquents come from a case of violence in the family. 

This study considers that the family approach in completing CCL is effective in the child welfare system. Third, peers are also important things that must be considered because the effect is very large for the child and even the effect can be greater than the family itself. Peers are people of the same age or maturity level. Fourth, the community environment is very important for children's development. Most often the community refuses if there are cases of CCL and also other cases of child problems. If the public awareness about child protection is high, then the child should be protected and guided so that he can grow and develop according to his age (Hari Harjanto Setiawan and Makmur Sunusi, 2015: 149. 

One of the best approaches for preventing future aggression problems in children is to intervene early on (A. Woolfolk, 2009). There is also a concern for children who play video games, because playing games, especially violent games, can increase one's aggressiveness. In addition to the family approach, an ecological approach can also be used in overcoming the problem of sexual violence. On other issues, drug use will cause children to commit crimes (Hari Harjanto Setiawan and Makmur Sunusi, 2015: 150). 

CCL's problems cannot be separated from problems in the surrounding environment. Without ignoring other approaches, researchers use a social-ecological perspective in developing a community-based approach model. This approach focuses on children in conflict with the law who live in Polewali Mandar District. Interventions were also carried out on other significant parties including parents, the community, peers, and their schools. In the majelis ta 'lim approach, there are several components that are met, namely: the individual victim, the offender, and the community (T. Mizrahi & L.E. Davis, 2008).

The model of socialization through the majelis ta’lim is considered the most effective alternative, first, because members of the majelis ta'lim are mothers and a small number are also fathers who note bene in those who have the responsibility in protecting their children. Second, gathering members of the majelis ta’lim in a place to conduct socialization is very easy because they just have to follow the recitation schedule which is held routinely every month. Third, you can use the mosque as a place for socialization. Fourth, the majority of members of the majelis ta’lim are those whose attention and awareness are already very high. Taking into account the condition of CCL in Polewali Mandar District, the approach to the model through the majelis ta’lim needs to be developed with the aim: 

1. Disseminating Law Number 35 of 2014 concerning Child Protection.
2. Give parents greater awareness of their duties and responsibilities in educating and protecting their children.
3. Raise the awareness of mothers as parents in particular and society in general about children's rights.
4. Assist parents in identifying needs and organizing for children to meet their needs.
5. Developing the capabilities of children and their parents to understand and act based on the ability to use internal and external resources to meet their needs and overcome problems. 

The relationship between children, peers, family, and community is very close, where the child is part of the family and the family is part of the community. Departing from this conception, the planned program must at least include programs for children and their environment. First, the Program for families is a strategic position for the development of the child's personality. The ideal family will form the ideal child's personality and will ultimately realize the ideal future of society and the nation. Second, the Peer Program is very important in shaping children's development. The program that can be developed is by forming peer support. Third, the education/school program, because it will shape the development of children. Fourth, the Program for the Community, which forms the perception to always side with children. 

The CCL problem is multi-factor consisting of internal and external factors. Internal factors consist of cognitive, affective, behavioral, volitional, and personal/social identity. While external factors consist of circumstances, location, opportunities, resource, support, dan program/timing factors (Day Ward, et. Al., 2015: 151).

The community-based approach through majelis ta’lim aims to form a society that has strong/high social cohesion by maintaining a local culture which is the basis for social and economic progress, can produce superior products even the only, has competitiveness, able to master practical science and technology to improve their welfare, and have a high commitment and fighting spirit. Basically, there are 4 strategies in the corrective system in preventing crime, including incapacitation, prison-based therapeutic communities, specific types of educational and training programs, and non-prison-based sex offender treatment have been consistently identified with reductions in recidivism (S. Golder, et.al., 2005: 103). 
Thus the handling of CCL through the majelis ta’lim has three main functions, namely as an effort to prevent, recover, and create conditions restorative justice. The stages of community development commonly carried out by many communitiesvice organizations are; "Preparation phase, assessment, alternative planning, formulation of action plans, implementation of programs or activities, evaluation and termination (I.R. Adi, 2013: 23).
This problem is part of the social work profession which is one of the rescue professions. Social work is a relief activity for individuals, groups, or communities to improve social functioning and create conditions that support society to achieve their goals. The basic aim of this approach is to help parents find their needs and carry out their responsibilities throughout life to improve their functioning, including reintegrating CCL with their families and communities. When viewed further, in fact, the correctional principle in Indonesia which was coined in the period 1963-1964, is a philosophy of social reintegration (Sulhin, 2011). Reintegrate offender ke dalam masyarakat bertujuan untuk mewujudkan restorative justice system. 

Handling and protection models of  children in conflict with the law
The definition of a child is someone who is not yet 18 years old as agreed in the convention on the right of the child. Children who are dealing with the law are individuals with all aspects of their development must interact with other individuals in their social environment and influence each other. Ecological models become a scope of development that is external and provides a major contribution to the concept of individual development. According to Bronfenbrenner's ecological model shows how a child is influenced by the structure of the environment in which he lives, which consists of an individual. According to Bronfenbrenner's ecological model shows how a child is influenced by the structure of the environment in which he lives, which consists of: "microsystem, mesosystem, exosystem, macrosystem, and crony system." The problem experienced by children who are dealing with the law is when the child returns to the family, peers, and the surrounding community. In detail the programs that are run in Polewali Mandar Regency are as follows:

a.  Model concept.
The process of social intervention, which is an effort to help CCL which includes several aspects of fulfilling needs, among others, is capacity building, the realization of aspirations and values, control and elimination of tension, facing or overcoming difficulties, or problem-solving. Social workers must be able to influence to be willing to follow suggestions for change for the better, with a note that the right to change is in the person concerned. The principle of helping developed is to help someone to help themselves (help people to help themselves).

Approach through majelis ta’lim is one form program community-based. In general, the purpose of community-based programs is the realization of the fulfillment of children's basic rights and protection of children from neglect, violence, exploitation, and discrimination so that children can grow and develop, ensure their survival and can participate in the realization and fulfillment of children's rights. The ecological approach will pay attention to the interactions that occur between factors at various levels of an ecological influence and how they shape the behavior of individuals and their environment (P. Stepney and D. Ford, 2008: 17).
The CCL handling model developed is expected to have a function: first, prevent (preventive) so that children are not in a situation facing the law. Second, returning (reintegrative) childcare functions to parents so they can carry out care properly. Third, return the child's social function to develop (promotive) following the task of development at his age. This program is participatory, sustainable, empowering, multiplier, and social control. 

According to Bronfenbrenner's view, children who are dealing with the law are not merely the product of development but are the building blocks of development. This intervention is not only for CCL but also for larger interaction units, among others: parents and children, the whole family, and neighborhood. The model that results from the implementation of the socialization program through the majelis ta’lim can be seen in the following chart:

The model of the socialization program developed must at least include targets for children and their environment. First, the socialization for the community and children is intended to raise the awareness of the community and children about CCL problems in their environment. Second, the handling of cases and the provision of child social assistance, are the steps and interaction processes in one service network to ensure that CCL gets comprehensive, competent, effective, and efficient services. Third, the formation of family support groups, very important for the implementation of interventions against children. Fourth, the formation of peer support groups very important for the implementation of interventions against children. Fourth, group formation is also very important because peers have a very strong influence on children's development. This socialization model is expected to be able to realize the expected service goals, namely "The Best Interest for Peer Support". 

b.  Operationalization of the model
 1).  Socialization to Parent and children.

The outreach to this activity was intended to raise public awareness about CCL issues in their environment. Outreach to parents is carried out through the majelis ta’lim activities in the mosque, assuming that the majelis ta'lim assemblies are the most effective place and runs routinely on an ongoing basis. In the beginning, if there was a CCL case, the community tended to judge and hand it over to the police. If the child has reached the police, the problem is not over. Children are psychologically traumatized, so they don't go to school. Especially if the child has the label "evil" in the eyes of society. The existence of this label causes children to tend to be exclusive and most likely to rejoin negative playgroups. Therefore, the community is expected to better understand and behave the best for parents and children.

This activity is carried out in mosques which are often also attended by several husbands who have been diligently attending religious studies. The speakers in this socialization activity were researchers and religious teachers who brought the study sessions and sometimes also included employees from the Polewali Mandar District social service. Religious lectures related to the duties and responsibilities of parents in educating and protecting their children are carried out first then followed by a socialization event on the child protection law by stating the duties and responsibilities of parents according to the law and the procedures for handling in the case of CCL and rights children related to legal proceedings. The socialization always received positive responses from members of the majelis ta’lim who were the parents of the children. 

Accessibility is a factor causing child criminal behavior. The ease of getting drugs and even initially being given free of charge is a condition/a potential factor for a child to commit a crime. Based on research conducted by Roizen (1997), that the percentage of perpetrators of violence by 86 percent is due to consuming alcohol. From these data 37 percent are rape perpetrators, 60 percent are free sex offenders and 13 percent are perpetrators of child abuse (K.C. Klostermann and W. Fals-stewart, 2006: 587-597).

Other studies say, that someone who has a history of using alcohol, then 30-60 percent increase aggressive behavior syndrome. Included in this behavior are skipping school, fighting and teasing (C.Y. Chen, et.al., 2008: 209-218).

Thus, in addition to users and traffickers as perpetrators of crime, drugs can also trigger other or subsequent crimes. Besides drugs, the media can also cause delinquency among children (J.A. Laser, et.al., 2011).
Socialization to children is also usually done by inviting children through activities "Children Talent Competition" (CTC), but in this study, it was not done considering the limitations of cost and time. In this kind of socialization, there was a drawing competition and a music competition through a Group Band. The activity was themed "preventing children from being involved in conflicts with the law". This activity is to channel the interests and talents of positive children so that children do not have much time to think about or do negative things. These activities from planning to implementation involve children so that children can truly express all their ideas or aspirations and their potential, especially in arranging a program or activity. 

2). Handling cases and providing social assistance for children.

In practice, social work is known as case management, namely the steps and processes of interaction in one network services to ensure a child or vulnerable group receives comprehensive, competent, effective, and efficient services. Case management is a method for providing a variety of services, where a case manager assesses the needs of children and their families as needed and designs, coordinates, advocates, monitors, and evaluates various services to meet the specific needs of children. The stages of CCL case management include: 1) outreach, 2) initial acceptance, 3) assessment, 4) service plan, 5) implementation and supervision, 6) reintegration and follow up, 7) networking and coordination, 8) case recording, 9) monitoring and evaluation, 10) termination, 11) continued service

Children in conflict with the law (CCL) in Polewali Mandar District received 15 social assistance. The use of social assistance is planned by children and parents together with accompanying social workers. Most children plan their programs towards education, both formal and non-formal education. Children who get help are endeavored to enter formal school. Children who want to get a diploma but are not allowed to enter the formal school age, then sought through education packages A, B, or C so that the child can get a diploma equivalent to formal schooling. Some children are approaching work age who are programmed to take work skills courses. The children's needs are planned based on their goals and needs. 

3).
Formation of family support groups.

Activities are based on the number of families who do not support children when experiencing legal problems. Family acceptance is very important for the implementation of interventions against children. In line with this, experienced families have a risk of violence or neglect of children who need assistance to develop their functions, eliminate the risk of abuse, and prevent children from leaving the home (J.L. Hearn, 2010: 194). 

Through good care, it will have an impact on the development of their children because there is a relationship between early care with the child's academic ability (M.R. Burchinal, et.al., 2014: 542-553).

The problems of CCL parents include the economy and family care, the program provided in the form of First, Income generating namely increasing family income in a cooperative container that can help provide venture capital. At present only pioneering cooperative activities in the form of selling cheap goods regularly once a week. Second, Good parenting namely family guidance for those who have problems with both children, wives, husbands, so that they are expected to be a good family. This can be done through, counseling and regular study of harmony families, obligations of husband and wife, and children as well as consulting various other family problems. Third, education, the program provides education and knowledge that is useful for behavioral change in their lives in the form of, study, social guidance, discussion, and others. Fourth, health, namely the health service program by providing health information and referrals to hospitals for the community in the area if experiencing health problems, information about treatment for them is very difficult, health cards and how the process is and where they should seek treatment if there is his family member is sick.
Fifth, the formation of a support group is an approach and cooperation formed by themselves so that they can discuss and solve their problems, where they have been busy with their respective jobs and affairs, so with the formation of the groups being watched, they can be better and livelihood mutual respect and respect. Sixth, family strengthening is to strengthen the family foundations that have been experienced by many of them, while they are not aware and do not know the meaning of a family for their children, so they no longer take action against the law.

Formation of peer support group. 

This activity is very important because peers are one of the social environments that affect children's development. Outreach is carried out by the accompanying social worker sometimes experiencing obstacles because of differences in age and background in life. To be more effective and more empowering outreach, a peer support group (KDS) was formed to overcome these problems. KDS is a model for building relationships with someone in recovery (G. Walker and W. Bryant, 2016: 34). The purpose of peer support groups is to share ideas, suggestions, and advice to provide support (L. Marguire, 2008).
Effective outreach and mentoring strategy are carried out through peer to peer approach, that is, training the first ten people to become peer groups who will explain their fellow friends about their existence and towards a better life. Outreach and Assistance carried out by peer support groups at predetermined locations is one of the effective strategies in the framework of social services to children. In line with this opinion that the peer group can be manipulated to overcome the problem of antisocial behavior, namely bullying (C.F. Grandeau and A. H. Cillesseu, 2006: 612-625).

Manipulation in question is not to eliminate the group of friends, but to change the group of friends with positive activities. In assisting, peer support groups mingle with children in children's activities. In the process, peer support groups understand the children identified. This strategy is more effective because children can be more open with peer support who are considered to be like their friends/siblings. Assistance provided is expected to change the mindset of children. In this activity, peer support groups direct and motivate children to participate in further activities. 

The activity to reach them is to create positive creativity. Through this activity, peer support groups gain trust in their lives. Next comes the talk about the future of life. After attending the training, KDS agreed to form an organization that functions as a communication channel in reaching out to friends and as an effort to develop positive creativity

Peer groups are considered effective because they are more open with each other, so they are expected to be able to find out the real problem and also find the best solution. On his journey, many interesting experiences as a reference for peer support groups in the future. So they need peer support training to explore their experiences. Therefore, it is necessary to be equipped with various related knowledge and skills through training. In the case of CCL, the peer group is believed to influence children to change aggressive and anti-social behavior (J.C. Gibbs, et.al., 1996: 238-305). 

CLOSING REMARKS
The description of the characteristics of CCL can be traced from several cases carried out by child informants who are CCL perpetrators. In Polewali Mandar District during the study period found 4 cases of children, including intercourse, drugs, theft, and brawl. While the factors causing them to commit the crime is not only from the children themselves but also closely related to other factors such as the environment. The environmental factors that cause children to commit criminal acts in Polewali Mandar Regency include family, peer influence, negative community stigma, and accessibility to the causes of criminal behavior. The lack of socialization to the community regarding this problem is also still very limited. 

The program that is developed should look at CCL's problems that are closely related to the environment around children's lives, so it is important to develop interventions that are comprehensive in solving problems. One of the community-based approaches is through the majlis ta'lim used to explore and foster community participation in finding problems and needs, planning activities, actively participating in carrying out activities, and overseeing the implementation of activities. 

The resulting solution model, namely members of the majelis ta’lim can find priority needs for children and their families, can solve the most fundamental and pressing problems, and involve the interests of the wider community. Community-based programs, the handling is not only for CCL, but also for larger interaction units, among others: parents, entire family, peers, neighborhood, and wider social institutions. 

Based on the results of the research that has been done, it is suggested some things as follows: 

1.  
The lack of socialization regarding the law and CCL's problems, including those related to Law Number 11 of 2012 concerning the Juvenile Criminal Justice System, is still very limited so that socialization of the community must be increased so that it is evenly distributed to the community through majelis ta’lim.

2.  
The most common cause of Children in conflict with the law is parental neglect, so intervention towards parents needs more attention. The Family Support Group must be developed through Family Development Session activities that are routinely carried out with a focus on fulfilling children's rights.

3.  
Assistance to ABH must always be done to strengthen and socialize programs for them. Periodic and periodic assistance must be carried out to strengthen the service system and even develop the service system.

4.  
The model developed in this study is an alternative model in dealing with CCL problems.
